Library, and Sarah Lydon and Sarah Bishdgtez of RPL, was a great success. Thirty people attended in

peron and 90 people tuned in to our live stream on Facebook. Our presenters were Ann Marie White from the
University of Rochester Medical Center, Denise Gruttadaro from Rochester Regional Health, Captain Kevin
Costello from the Rochester Police Departmend, ¥ana Khashper and Sean Smith from ROCovery Fitness. It
was a highly engaging discussion, with each panelist talking about the challenges they arectadimgy hre

trying to address thenand what they think needs to happen to solve this public rexalthgency. The

overarching theme was that of coming together as a community in order to enact change! There was a great deal
of emotion in the room that night as well, with mothers whose sons had overdosed on opioids/fentanyl
expressing their justifiablieustration at the lack of services to help addicts get clean. This panel was repeated
July 31 in Gates to a standingom-only crowd, and again on August 17 at the Sully Branch Library to more

than 60 people. Lydon is currently working on developmentditianal colldorative system programs on

similar hotbutton topics.
